Regular Chapter Meetings: Chapter Meetings begin at 3:00 p.m.

Meetings of the San Bernardino-Riverside Area Alumnae Chapter are
only open to duly initiated members of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority,
Inc. A visiting Delta is required to complete and submit Pre-Verification
Form at least 72 hours in advance of the scheduled start of the virtual
meeting or event. Proof of membership is verified by a membership
identification card along with a government issued identification card (e.g.
driver’s license, passport, etc.).

If an individual Delta has misplaced her membership identification card, she
should contact Membership Services through the National Headquarters Staff
of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority, Inc., for verification forms and/or request a
new membership card. Upon membership verification, notification will be
returned to the Chapter President; a visiting Delta will then be admitted into
the meeting.
